e All nominations (which are to include both the Nomination Form and either the 500- word essay or 30-
60 second video) must be submitted via e-mail to parents@tlu.edu by Friday, October 6, 2023.

Essay/Video Questions
Answer the following questions as completely and as accurately as possible.
1. What effect has your family had on you during your college experience?
2. Why does your family standout from other TLU Families?
3. What one word or phrase describes your family, and why?
4. How has your family shown they have the ultimate enthusiasm and love for TLU?

Video Submission

Should you choose to submit a 30-60 second video nomination instead of an essay, please note that your video
should not be professionally produced. No third party vendors or production agencies should be used in the
recording or editing of your video.

What will the selected family receive?
e Special recognition and commemorative plaque presented to the family at the October 21 football
game.
e Recognition on the front cover of the 2024-25 TLU Parent Handbook and Calendar and the Parent
My.TLU page.
e A $100 gift certificate from the TLU bookstore
e The Family name will be engraved on a plaque that will be housed in the Alumni Student Center.

Nominated families MUST be in attendance at Homecoming Weekend Saturday, October 215 to receive
the 2023 TLU Family of the Year recognition.
