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Parenting Information

An Introduction to a New Chapter

No one knows your son or daughter like you do. From their very first words to their
high school graduation day, you were there to offer your guidance and support. Now
your student is ready to begin a new chapter in his or her life as a member of the Texas
Lutheran community. While the upcoming year will be filled with great discoveries and
accomplishments, it will also be full of challenges and changes — not only for your
student, but for you as well.

Changes, even positive and exciting ones, can be tough. Whether your child is leaving
for school or living at home while attending classes, it’s an adjustment for everyone
involved as new roles and rules are negotiated. Emotions are often contradictory, with
the feelings of pride and happiness over your son or daughter’s growing independence
co-mingling with feelings of grief or sadness over the loss of daily involvement and
interaction in their lives. While a bit disconcerting, this is completely normal and to be
expected because this person, whether an angel or a challenge, has been a large part of
your life. Please be assured that this will not change.

What will change is the frequency and nature of your communication. You won’t be
able to see every part of your student’s life. You’ll need to trust his or her instincts and
the values you have instilled. This is the key to making the college transition work for
both of you.

A student who feels trusted by parents:
* has more self-confidence
e can stand up for what they believe
e knows they have support back home
¢ is better able to say “no” when the situation warrants

A student who feels mistrusted by parents:
¢ may defy authority because it's expected
¢ won’t communicate about what’s happening at college
¢ will look to others, some who will be good influences and others who won't be,
to fill that void

life at college if their “old life” keeps pulling them back. So, loosen the ties to the extent
that your conversations contain a balanced mixture of what’s happening on campus
and what's happening at home. Try not to do everything for your student either — the
experience of figuring things out on their own can be a real strength builder.

They need to be able to make mistakes. Part of exploring this newfound sense of
independence involves the inevitable making of mistakes. A student who is scared of
“screwing up” in their parents’ eyes may not take positive risks such as tackling a new
subject or trying out for a play. Students need support as they take risks, and risks often
lead to growth.

They need to know that you believe in them. As your student tries new things, expands
their worldview and questions assumptions, their perspective may change. Successful
students are able to experiment like this because, at the root of it all, they know that
someone back home believes in them.

Being Interested Yet Not Intrusive

Just because your student is at school doesn’t mean that they no longer need
you to be involved in their life. It is important for you to be involved — it's
actually quite essential to their success!

The key is being involved in what’s happening in their life without being too
intrusive. Some ways to do just that are:
¢ Don't make conversations feel like “quizzes.”
¢ Instead of always focusing on grades, ask your student what they are
learning in class — that takes the pressure off and allows them to share
exciting information.
e |f your student mentions a new person’s name, just casually ask about
that person (“So, Sam is a friend from?) rather than drilling for details.
e Don't always ask where they were if they weren’t in when you called.
o Ask what they’re getting involved in and what interests them so far.
o Let them share their enthusiasm!

We Treat Them as Adults

One of the best ways to support your student is by understanding TLU’s role in his or
her life. We're not here to take over the parenting role — that’s solely up to you! We are
here, however, to help your student develop into a responsible adult.

Self-responsibility is one of the most important things your student can learn at college.
It may initially take some trial and error for the lessons to kick in, but once they do, your
student will have learned the valuable fact that no one is responsible for her life but herself.

We expect students to take responsibility for their own lives. A student who enrolls at
Texas Lutheran voluntarily becomes a part of a community where respect for others is
the norm, and rational, mature behavior is expected. The voluntary entrance into the
community implies acceptance by the student of university regulations, and the failure
to comply with these standards subjects the student to disciplinary action. For example,
they are responsible for:

e their behavioral choices
following campus policies
academic honesty
personal integrity
developing healthy study, eating and sleep habits
seeking academic and personal assistance when needed
being a positive member of the TLU community

For more detailed descriptions of university regulations, encourage your son or daughter
to access the student handbook on the MyTLU (https://my.tlu.edu).

That is why it’s not up to you to “fix” things when something happens. Many people
are available to your student to help him right a wrong. As long as students take
responsibility for their choices and actions, they’ll find support every step of the way.

Issues Confronting New Students

No two students function on the same schedule, but we suggest parents use the
following guide to anticipate those times when their offspring may face new and/or
stressful experiences. You may wish to keep this listing of possible issues in mind, and
maintain more frequent communication when you feel that will help. This time-line is
primarily for the fall semester, but many elements are common to subsequent terms.

Week 1

We have kept everyone (including ourselves) very busy during orientation weekend.
Students now have an opportunity to appraise their new surroundings and to relate to
new experiences, many of which they may need to share with you by phone or text.

Week 2
Classes are underway. There may be issues developing around course demands, use of
time and adequacy of study skills. Roommate conflicts may begin to emerge.

Parenting Information

Weeks 3-4

Your student will be receiving 3-week reports this week. Three weeks into the semester,
professors are asked to identify any at-risk behaviors (i.e., excessive tardies and absences,
failure to engage in classroom discussions and activities, etc.) they see in our first-year
students. Students can view their 3-week checks on the MyTLU portal.

During this time, some whose life experiences are greatly different from those of
other students may feel homesickness or a sort of “culture shock.” Value and behavior
differences previously overlooked may become irritating or cause some students to
wonder why they are here as opposed to at home. The only solution is TIME — be
supportive, allow your student time to adjust to (not necessarily to accept) these
differences in others. Home visits are fine, but if excessive, they can extend the
discomfort and delay the adjustment process.

Week 5

Midterm tests and papers are likely to be due this week. This may be the first concrete
feedback your student has received from instructors. Students tend to overestimate the
adequacy of their preparation, and they may find test and paper grades lower than they
expected. Meeting with professors, advisors, and the Director of Student Success &
Retention are appropriate referrals for these types of issues.

Homecoming Weekend offers an opportunity to visit campus and enjoy a variety of
events with your student.

Week 6

Your student will be receiving 6-week grade reports this week. This information is similar
to a “progress report” to let students know where they stand currently in each class.

Like the 3-week checks, all first-year students receive these reports from their academic
advisors, coaches, and/or peer mentors who will also offer appropriate guidance,
especially to those students receiving a D or F in their course(s). Students can view their
6-week grades on the MyTLU portal.

Weeks 14-15

These are the last two weeks of class before final examinations. Students will feel
pressure to perform, finish papers and projects, and to prepare for exams. Calls, notes, a
“survival kit” of snack items, etc. are especially welcome as finals approach.

Week 16

Final examinations are held scheduled throughout the week and may only be rescheduled
due to an emergency. The final decision is per the discretion of the instructor(s). Students
leaving early for vacations risk failure and must contact their professors to discuss
potential options and arrangements. Please note grades are not mailed home. Students
can retrieve their end of the year grade reports through the MyTLU portal.

Frequently Asked Questions

Academics

What does it mean to be in “good academic standing”?

To be in good standing as a freshman a student must have a cumulative grade point
average of 1.80 or higher. After becoming a sophomore (27 hours +), a student must
maintain a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 or higher. Students who fall below this
will be placed on academic probation.

How are students graded?

Letter grades are given to all students except in a Credit/No Credit class. The grades are
assigned based on the following system:

A-Excellent

B-Good

C-Acceptable

D-Poor/Still Passing

F-Failure
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Students may choose to withdraw from a course during the semester resulting in a “W”
on their transcript for that class. A student may also receive an Incomplete (1) if course
requirements are not fulfilled.

How are grades received?

Grades are available to students at the end of each term via the myTLU student portal.
Navigate to the student tab and use the Transcripts and Grade Reports link to view
midterm and end-of-term grades.

How do you figure out a Grade Point Average (GPA)?
Grading is based on a 4.0-point system with each grade being worth a specified amount
(A=4 points, B=3 points, C=2 points, D=1 point, F=0 points).

A GPA is calculated by multiplying the number of semester hours for a course by the
grade received in that course. Then you add each class’s points and divide the total by
the number of semester hours attempted.

Example: You have taken four 3-hour classes for a total of 12 semester hours
and have received the following grades: A, C, B, and F.
Calculation: (4x3)+(2x3)+ 3 x3)+(0x3) =27 grade points

27 (grade points) divided by 12 (number of semester hours taken)
=2.25 GPA

What happens if a GPA falls below 2.0?

Academic Warning — If a semester grade point average falls below a 2.0, but the
cumulative grade point average is at 2.0, your student will receive an academic warning
from the registrar. This is to alert of difficulties in the future if he or she does not get his or
her grades up!

Academic Probation — If the cumulative grade point average is below 1.8 during
freshman year (or if your student has fewer than 27 hours) or below 2.0 during
sophomore, junior or senior year, your student will be placed on academic probation.
Your student MUST earn a higher grade point average in the following semester and he
or she must reach good standing after the second consecutive semester on probation or
he or she will be suspended. Once your student raises their cumulative GPA above a
1.8 (for freshman) or 2.0 (for anyone with more than 27 earned hours) he or she will be
removed from academic probation.

Academic Suspension - If the student is already on probation and his cumulative GPA
does not improve in the next semester, he will be suspended. He can also be suspended
if he does not achieve good standing after two consecutive semesters on probation. The
first suspension lasts for one semester and a second suspension is for one year.

Academic Dismissal — If your student receives a third suspension he or she will be
academically dismissed from the university and will not be eligible to return to Texas
Lutheran.

How can one appeal?

¢ Suspended students may appeal to the Admissions, Advising and Academic
Standards (AAA) Committee, whose decisions are final.

¢ The appeal should detail the reasons why the circumstances of this case warrant
special consideration.

e The appeal must be filed no later than two weeks before registration for the next
semester.

o If the appeal is denied, one semester must pass before a student may apply for
readmission after the first suspension. If it is the student’s second suspension, one
year must pass before they may reapply.

Is there a policy on academic honesty and plagiarism?
Students must not cheat or plagiarize nor condone or assist others who may. Students
are responsible for doing their own work, thereby insuring the integrity of their academic
records. Violations of academic honesty involve:
¢ Academic penalties for cheating are imposed by the instructor. If the student
disputes any instance of failing due to academic dishonesty, whether it is for a
grade on a single assignment or a course grade, he/she may file an appeal with
the Admissions, Academic Standards, and Advising Committee (AAA).
¢ The classroom professor is to report the incident to the Dean of Student’s Office
to be put in the student’s disciplinary file.

Students who accrue three incidents of cheating are charged automatically with
breaking the code of conduct and the incident is viewed as a disciplinary violation.

ACADEMIC ADVISING AT TEXAS LUTHERAN UNIVERSITY

Faculty is central to the academic advising at Texas Lutheran University. All tenure track
faculty with one year of service at TLU assume academic advising responsibilities. The
faculty role in advising is supplemented and supported by the Advising Support Office
within the Division of Academic Affairs.

Academic Advising at TLU
The purpose of academic advising at TLU is to help students to explore, define, and
achieve academic goals that are consistent with personal and professional interests.

The Academic Advising program is administered through the Advising Support Office
and is carried out by TLU faculty members. The Advising Support Office supports
students in developing a coherent educational plan consistent with personal interests,
values, and abilities through the provision of individual support, resources, and
programming that contribute to degree completion and lifelong learning. Although
many individuals on campus, including academic advisors, may assist the student in
making decisions and accomplishing goals, the academic advisor is granted formal
authority by the university to approve the student’s academic program of study and assist
the student in progressing toward their chosen degree.

Frequently Asked Questions
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When should a student see an academic advisor?
A student should see his or her advisor when he or she:
¢ wants referral information on who to speak to on campus about specific needs
e s off-track for his or her major
has a question about degree requirements
is receiving a D (or lower) in a class
is planning classes for next term
wants advice about his or her major
is affected by something happening outside of school that is impacting his
or her academics
¢ needs help with academic issues related to professors, classes, or study skills
Students are required to meet with their faculty advisor during Faculty Advising Week to
be cleared to register for next semester’s classes.

Will someone let me know periodically if my student is having trouble in class?

If not, is there anything I can do?

There is no automatic notification to parents about a student’s academic difficulties.
Federal law mandates that academic information about a student be kept confidential
unless otherwise directed by the student. It is the student’s responsibility to speak with
his or her instructor if he or she is having problems in class. We encourage parents to
communicate and set up a process of communicating periodically with their student to
stay informed about his or her academic status.

How many credit hours should my student take each semester?

Most students enroll for a total of 12-16 credit hours. Students who take 15 credit hours
a semester have shown to perform better academically and stay on track to graduate in
a timely manner. The general recommendation from faculty members is to spend two
hours of reading/study time outside of class for each hour of class time. If a student is
working or has other commitments, the total time required to be successful in a class
should be considered when deciding each semester’s credit-hour load.

What exactly is a credit hour?

Every TLU course contributes a certain number of credit hours to a student’s academic
record. The number of credits for a course is related to the number of hours spent in
class each week. Students normally take four to six classes each semester, and generally,
each class is worth three credit hours. Courses with laboratories or other additional
learning components may be worth more credits.

How is a student defined by class year?

Freshman 0-26 hours
Sophomore 27-59 hours
Junior 60-89 hours
Senior 90+ hours

How many credit hours are required for graduation?
All degrees offered at TLU require a minimum of 124 hours for graduation. The
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academic schedule should be planned accordingly if a student plans to graduate in
four years. The Comprehensive Education Plan (CEP) supports students in outlining their
required classes over four years. The CEP and tutorial video is located on the Advising
Support page under the Student Affairs tab.

Who has access to my student’s university records?

Policies and procedures concerning student records are set forth in the Family
Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (FERPA). FERPA rights belong to the
student. Information from academic, disciplinary, medical, and counseling files is not
made available to parents without consent of the student involved, except under legal
compulsion or where the safety of other persons is involved.

If I am paying for my son or daughter’s college, don’t I have the right to access his or
her records?

TLU, like all institutions that receive federal funding, must comply with the Family
Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974. That legislation guarantees college students
over the age of 18 the right of privacy when it comes to matters of their individual
university records. It is because of FERPA (also known as the Buckley Amendment) that
TLU sends all official communication directly to students at their official Texas Lutheran
e-mail account or permanent mailing address.

Through MyTLU, students may grant access for parents or family members to view their
academic and/or financial aid information.

TLU policy does permit parents of students who are still claimed as IRS dependents to
request directly from the university, on an individual basis, information that is considered
part of a student’s educational record (grades, class rank, etc.). This request must be made
in person or by writing to the Registrar’s Office each time information is sought. Parents
may not, however, have access to counseling, legal, disciplinary, or medical records
without a signed Release of Information form from their son or daughter.

What types of degrees does TLU offer?

Texas Lutheran offers five undergraduate degrees: the bachelor of arts, the bachelor
of science, the bachelor of music, bachelor of science in nursing, and the bachelor of
business administration. TLU offers masters degree programs in accounting, athletic
training, business administration, business analytics, data science, education, and
nursing. TLU offers a doctorate in education in interdisciplinary leadership.

How does a student graduate with honors?
To be recognized as an honor graduate, you must achieve the following cumulative
grade point average:

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What do students need to do to graduate?

¢ Declare a major by the beginning of their junior year.

¢ File a degree plan with the registrar’s office by the time they have completed
70 hours of credit. (The degree plan must be approved and signed by the
academic advisor, department chair and the registrar.)

e If they make changes to their degree plan after it is already on file, a substitution
form must be filed or a new degree plan submitted.

e They must fill out a Degree Application Form in the registrar’s office in the
semester prior to the semester in which they wish to graduate. For example, if a
student will be a Spring 2024 graduate, they must have a completed degree plan
on file in the registrar’s office and complete the Degree Application Form during
the Fall 2023 semester.

e [t is the student’s responsibility to fulfill all the degree requirements for the
degree as outlined in the university catalog under which they are graduating.

What payment options are available?
Payment for the above charges may be made by one of the following two methods:

Option I: Payment in Full — If you choose this payment option, payment in full should
be made:

Seguin Campus Students: by August 1, 2023 for the fall semester and January 2,
2024 for the spring semester. The balance due is calculated by subtracting accepted
financial aid (including scholarships, grants, and loans) from all semester charges.

New Braunfels and Houston Campus Students (Accelerated Nursing):
by September 15, 2023 and January 15, 2024

Option II: Installment Payment Plan — If you choose this payment option, payment of
the net balance after all proceeds from financial aid have been applied may be made in
four installments per semester as outlined below:

Students enrolling in a payment plan will be subject to a $50 installment plan fee each
semester. Online enrollment is required, and each installment will be auto drafted on
the payment due date.

Payment may be made online at MyTLU using VISA, MasterCard, and Discover, and
bank draft. Payments using cash and checks are accepted in Student Financial Services
in the Beck Center.

TLU Financial Agreement and Disclosures — Beginning with the Fall 2023 semester, all
students will be required to complete the TLU Financial Agreement and Disclosures
available on the TLU Account Information page in MyTLU.

Tuition Refunds — Refund of charges will be made at 100% before the beginning of classes
each semester. Beginning with the first day of class and going through the 15 days of class
for full-term classes, partial refunds will be given for tuition, room, and board when a
student withdraws from all classes for the semester. The student activity fee, technology
fee, and private music lessons are non-refundable. E-books will be refunded at 100% only
if the student opts out of the e-book by the deadline each semester. Otherwise, e-books
are non-refundable.

Who should I call with questions regarding my student’s account?
If you have questions regarding your child’s student account (i.e. charges, payment due
dates, or refunds, etc.) contact the TLU Student Financial Services at 830-372-8010.

What kind of financial aid and scholarships does TLU have?

TLU academic and departmental scholarships enable TLU to recognize outstanding
students regardless of financial need. Federal and state grants, student loans, and
employment, as well as TLU grants assist those whose own limited resources would
preclude their participation in the Texas Lutheran experience. TLU awards scholarship
aid to eligible students enrolled full time, defined as 12 semester hours or more, for up
to 8 full time semesters.

Frequently Asked Questions
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What happens if my student withdraws from TLU?

Student Financial Services may be required to perform a Return to Title [V (R2T4)
calculation for students who completely withdraw from TLU. If a R2T4 calculation is
required, a student may lose some or all of their financial aid awards which may result
in owing a balance to TLU.

Is my student eligible to receive their TLU academic scholarship for less than full time?
All financial aid is awarded based on full time enrollment status. Graduating seniors
who need less than 12 semester hours to complete their degree requirements may be
eligible to receive their TLU academic scholarship for their graduating semester at a
prorated amount. They must contact Student Financial Services for assistance.

How often does a student need to reapply for financial assistance?

To be considered for TLU grants, federal, or state financial assistance, a student is required
to complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) online via studentaid.
gov every year beginning October 1st for the following academic year. The priority filing
deadline for students is January 15th each year. Student Financial Services will generate a
financial aid package for new incoming students beginning December 1st each year and
for continuing students March 1st each year. All questions regarding financial aid should
be addressed to Student Financial Services.

What are the requirements to maintain financial aid eligibility?

Students are required to meet TLU’s Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP) policy at the
end of each academic semester. TLU’s SAP policy can be found on MyTLU by clicking
“Student” then “Financial Aid Information” and scrolling to the “Financial Aid Policies”
section. **Please note that due to Department of Education revisions and updates to the
2024-2025 FAFSA, the application will be available no earlier than December 2023.**

Campus Living

What is the on-campus living requirement?
In support of the educational mission of TLU, all newly admitted, full-time students are

required to live in university housing unless they meet at least one of the following criteria:

e They are 21 years of age or older at the beginning of the fall academic semester.

e They are married.

¢ They have lived on a college or university campus for at least four semesters.

e They are commuting from a parent’s/guardian’s residence within 30 driving miles

radius of the Seguin campus.

Full-time students who begin the academic year in residence on campus commit
themselves to a full academic year of residence in university housing. Exceptions will
be allowed for marriage, graduation, withdrawal, student teaching, studying abroad.
Requests for exceptions are to be addressed to the director of campus living.

Frequently Asked Questions

Why is there an on-campus living requirement?

TLU policy supports retention research demonstrating that students who reside on
campus are better able to form an important link with peers and faculty in the social and
academic areas. Furthermore, evidence suggests that residential students earn higher
grades and are more involved in the campus community than their non-residential
counterparts. Living on campus also has many additional benefits including: convenient
access to classrooms, computer labs, library, and recreational facilities; programs and
activities specially designed for on-campus residents; and campus living staff to assist
students with their transitional needs.

Who is the Campus Living Staff?

Each residential area is staffed by an area coordinator (AC) who is a professional staff
member responsible for supervision of resident assistants, oversight of hall functions,
activities and administrative duties, and providing advice and adjudication of
disciplinary matters when necessary. ACs are live-in staff and are on call 24 hours a day
in order to respond to emergencies if necessary. Well-qualified, returning students are
employed both as resident assistants (RAs), who live in each wing of the residence halls,
and apartment managers, who live in the various apartment complexes. All of these
members of the campus living staff, in addition to the director of campus living, are
available to you for questions, counsel, support, and assistance.

What services are available?
e E-mail Service — TLU provides each student with an e-mail address. The university
also has in-room Internet service available. Each room has two internet hook ups.
For information call the office of information technology (830-372-6000).

Is there a place to do laundry on campus?
Laundry service is free to all residents and there are washers and dryers available in each
residence area. The number of machines in each area is based on the population of the building.

Where does my student get their mail?

Each campus resident is assigned a mailbox in the Campus Post Office that is located in
the Alumni Student Center. Mail should be addressed to the student at Texas Lutheran
University, 1000 W. Court Street Mailbox #, Seguin, TX 78155. Students may go to
my.TLU.edu to get a mailbox number and combination. Post Office hours are Monday-
Friday from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m.

What about safety issues and concerns?

Campus Living provides several programs and services to maximize safety measures
used in all residence halls. All exterior doors are locked 24 hours a day, and residents
can only gain access to their residential area with their student ID card. The university
police work closely with residence hall staff by patrolling residence halls, parking lots
and other buildings, as well as providing a 24-hour police escort program.
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Personal Safety

The odds of staying safe are more in your student’s favor if they make some wise
choices. For example they should:

¢ not walk alone in isolated areas

* never get into a car with someone under the influence

e refuse to accept drinks from strangers

¢ keep their room locked

e not store valuables in their room

¢ not give out personal information to people online

e report any obscene phone calls right away

¢ never become so intoxicated that they lose the ability to keep themselves safe

Share safety tips with your student and encourage him/her to keep their wits.
Campuses can be very safe places, as long as students play it smart.

Services for a Student’s Well-being

What if my son or daughter becomes ill?

The TLU Student Health and Wellness Center is located on campus and is staffed by

a Licensed Vocational Nurse. The nurse can assist your student with their confidential
healthcare needs and refer them for medical services as needed. Full time students may
also utilize TLU Care, which offers telehealth visits with medical professionals 24/7
anywhere in the United States. TLU Care is available to students for no-cost. Students will
register for this service with their TLU email during Orientation this fall.

Are there counseling services available?

Counseling services are provided at no cost by a licensed professional counselor or
graduate level intern on a short-term basis for a variety of concerns. These may include
adjustment to university life, anxiety, depression, relationships, stress management,

and more. Services are confidential, and referrals for more extensive counseling are
available. Students are also eligible to contact TLU Care 24/7 for immediate mental
health needs or to schedule telehealth counseling visits. They also offer health coaching,
psychiatry, and other wellness services at no cost to the student.

Student Success & Retention

ASC, ext. 6305

The Office of Student Success & Retention, in the Division of Student Affairs, is located in
the Alumni Student Center, Meadows Center suite and is a resource for all TLU students
who want to work toward greater academic success. Activities include peer and group

tutoring, study skills workshops, individual instruction on time management, goal setting

and study strategies, development of individual learning plans, and various resources

for self-management and study. The center provides the Supplemental Instruction and

Collaborative Learning programs that are offered at no cost to all students enrolled at TLU,

as well as the Developing Scholars and Early Alert programs. For more information,

Supplemental Instruction — Supplemental Instruction (Sl) is an academic assistance
program that increases student performance in classes. Sl sessions are attached to
historically difficult classes and provide help in clarifying important information
and developing study skills for the targeted course. Sessions are led by student
facilitators and are held three times a week starting the second week of the
semester. Sl sessions and meeting times are advertised through the participating
courses and on the TLU website.

Collaborative Learning Assistance — The mission of the Collaborative Learning
Assistance (CLA) program is to provide academic support in a safe and friendly
setting for all TLU students in selected classes who need assistance gaining the
confidence, skills and/or knowledge necessary to achieve their academic goals and
to help them become independent learners. Sometimes known as Peer Tutoring,
our program provides carefully selected and trained Collaborative Learning
Assistants who are eager to help others achieve individual learning goals and
ultimately create a successful educational experience.

Early Academic Alerts — Three weeks into each semester, instructors receive rosters
of students who are in their first year at TLU, new transfers, athletes, veterans, in
the Education program, or on academic probation. The instructors are asked to
identify behaviors that might influence each student's academic progress including
attendance, participation, quality of homework, whether tutoring or counseling
might be beneficial, or if the student is no longer attending classes. Six weeks into
each semester, instructors are asked to submit course averages for students. These
early alerts are used to provide progress reports to students, academic advisors, the
students’ Peer Mentors, coaches, and university officials who provide guidance and
support for any student who appears to be at risk.

Developing Scholars — The Developing Scholars program was established to
support students on academic probation in their effort to return to good academic
standing, and to aid students in the development of positive academic skills.
Students on academic probation, as well as any other students who would like
extra assistance, will enroll in a 1-credit hour course, INTRO 113, meet with
professionals in the Division of Student Affairs and work with other students in a
supportive and collaborative academic environment.

Academic Peer Counseling — Peer Counselors are currently enrolled at TLU and can
schedule appointments to meet with other students to assist with time management,
motivation, study strategies, and using academic resources. They can be contacted
through the Director of Student Success and Retention.

The Blumberg Memorial Library is centrally located near the Alumni Student Center
(ASC) and Alumni Plaza. The library provides access to reference help from professional
librarians, online and printed academic journals, print and electronic books, A/V media,
digital cameras, laptops, and some peripherals. Books, electronics, course reserves, and
group study room keys may be checked out at the Circulation Desk located on the first
floor. Students in good standing must present their valid TLU ID card in order to check
out any library item. Interlibrary loan (ILL) services may be requested in person or online.
Normally, ILL staff supply digitized articles and book portions, and physical books from
other libraries within a few days at no cost to the student. The library offers live research
support online and in-person with professional librarians. A variety of seating options,
filtered water, cold drink and snack machines make it an ideal location for individual or
group study. The Colab on the first floor features oversized poster printers, color printers,
moveable furnishings, and two collaborative worktables. The library’s reference collection
is in the east wing and the exhibit gallery is on the west wing of the first floor. The Rare
Books and Special Collections Reading Room, located on the first floor, is accessible by
appointment with the University Librarian. Reference librarians may be reached via the
Circulation Desk, email, or text. Quiet study carrels, group study rooms, and the general
circulating collection are located on the upper level. The lower-level houses Archives,
bound periodicals, the Center for Teaching and Learning (CTL), the IT Help Desk, and
the Student Communication Center (SCC). The Student Communication Center has

Peer Consultants who are trained to assist with assignments involving written, visual,

or presentation components. The Center for Teaching and Learning works with faculty
development and pedagogy; an active learning classroom is part of the Center. The center
lounge area is equipped with two collaboration tables for group study. Current students
may access the library’s online resources from on or off campus. Many of the library’s
online resources also feature mobile-friendly interfaces. The library’s web site is found at
http://bulldogs.tlu.edu/library.

Library Policy on Late, Lost and Damaged Items

Students are responsible for returning all library materials on time. Overdue and lost
item fees are charged to individual student accounts. The library assesses a late fee of
$2 per overdue item; no daily fines are charged. Courtesy reminders prior to the due
date and overdue notices after the due date are emailed to students for all library
items. If items are not returned prior to the semester’s end, an additional handling
fee of $2 per item is assessed, as well as a lost item replacement fee for each item
not returned. Late fees on equipment are assessed at $25 each. Charges for damaged
items are based on new replacement costs.

While everyone is responsible for helping the university maintain a safe and protected
environment, the university Police Department exists to protect and serve our campus
community. Certified peace officers provide 24-hour coverage seven days a week; they
staff the office, patrol, investigate crimes and prepare criminal cases for prosecution
with the County Attorney and District Attorney’s Office. They stand ready to enforce
the laws of our state and the policies of our institution. They have full arrest powers.
Officers assist students whenever possible with special needs, disabled vehicles, or the
investigation of stolen property. They maintain the security of our facilities and property.
Students are asked to assist in this effort by locking residences and automobiles, safely
storing all personal property, staying in lighted areas after dark, and reporting any
suspicious activity.

Cambios, aunque sean positivos y fascinantes, pueden ser dificiles. Aunque su hijo o su hija se vaya
a vivir a la universidad o se quede a vivir en casa mientras asista a la universidad, la situacién es

un ajuste para todos los participantes con nuevas responsabilidades y nuevas reglas que negociar.
Las emociones muy a menudo son contradictorias, Por un lado, siente orgullo y felicidad por

el desarrollo de la independencia de su hija/o, pero por el otro, también empieza a sentir dolor

y tristeza por la falta de interaccion en su vida diaria. Aunque es un poco desconcertante, es
completamente normal y debe de ser esperado porque esta persona, ya sea un angel o una persona
problematica, ha sido una gran parte de su vida por mucho tiempo. Y por favor, asegtrese de que
esto no cambie.

Lo que cambiara sera la frecuencia y la naturaleza de su comunicacién. No podra compartir y ser
parte de toda la vida de su hijo o hija. Tendrd que confiar en los instintos y los valores que le ha
ensefado a su hijo o hija. Confiar él/ella es lo mas esencial para tener éxito durante esta transicién
tan importante para los dos.

Un estudiante que siente la confianza de sus padres:
¢ tiene mds confianza en si mismo
e |uchard por lo que él o ella cree
e sabe que tiene apoyo en casa
¢ sabe decir “no” cuando sea necesario

Un estudiante que no siente confianza por sus padres:
¢ puede desafiar a la autoridad porque es lo esperado
® no se comunicara sobre lo que estd pasando en la universidad
e buscara en quién confiar para llenar el vacio interno que ha generado al no confiar
en sus padres. Estas nuevas fuentes de confianza seran buenas o malas.

Entonces, entre toda esta conversacion de cambio, ;qué es lo que no cambiara?

Su estudiante:
* lo necesita
e lo quiere
* respeta su opinion
e esta viviendo con los valores que usted le ha ensefado

La evolucion de su relacion

Solo porque su estudiante asiste a la Universidad Luterana de Tejas no significa que lo esta dejando
atras. El o ella seguird necesitando de usted, de su sabiduria, su direccién, y su amor. Pero ahora lo
necesita en maneras diferentes. Por ejemplo:

Informacion Para los Padres

Necesita que suelte los lazos un poco. Es dificil para un estudiante empezar su nueva vida en la
universidad, si su “vieja vida” no lo deja continuar. Entonces, suelte los lazos hasta encontrar un
balance entre las conversaciones sobre la universidad y las actividades que acontecen en la casa. Es
importante que usted trate de no hacer todo por su estudiante — parte de la experiencia es aprender
a como solucionar situaciones independientemente, ya que esto le ayudara a ser mds fuerte y
desarrollarse como adulto.

Su hija/o necesita aprender a cometer errores para saber cémo solucionarlos. Explorar este nuevo
sentido de independencia significa que inevitablemente va a cometer errores. Un estudiante que
tiene miedo de “arruinarla” ante los ojos de sus padres, tendrd miedo de tomar riesgos positivos
como tomar una materia nueva o de hacer una audicién para una obra de teatro por el temor de
defraudar a sus padres. Nuestros estudiantes necesitan apoyo cuando estan tomando estos riesgos
positivos y este riesgo les ayuda a crecer y a madurar.

Necesitan saber que usted si cree en ellos. La perspectiva de su estudiante puede cambiar, con

las nuevas experiencias que esta viviendo, su punto de vista hacia el mundo va a desarrollarse y
empezara a a tener preguntas sobre las dimensiones de su vida que, hasta el momento, nunca ha
cuestionado. Los estudiantes exitosos tienen la habilidad de experimentar asi porque, al final del dia,
ellos saben que alguien en casa cree en él o ella.

Estar interesado sin ser intruso

Solo porque su estudiante estd en la universidad no significa que ya no lo necesita
en su vida. Es importante que usted esté involucrado — jes muy esencial para su éxito!

La clave es involucrarse en lo que estd pasando en su vida sin ser muy intrusivo.
Algunas maneras de hacerlo son:

¢ No caracterice las conversaciones con su hija/o como "pruebas," sino como

un espacio en el que pueda expresarse sin ser criticada/o

¢ En vez de siempre enfocarse en las notas, preglintele a su estudiante sobre lo que estan
aprendiendo en clase — deje que ellos compartan informacién fascinante.
Si su estudiante menciona el nombre de alguien nuevo, casualmente pregunte sobre esa
persona (“Entonces, Sam es un nuevo amigo de...?) en vez de preguntar cada detalle de
esa persona.
¢ Trate de no siempre preguntarle en dénde andaba si no estaba disponible cuando usted

[lamé.

® Preglntele en que se estd involucrando y que le ha interesado hasta ahora.
¢ iDeje que comparta su entusiasmo!

Los tratamos como adultos

Una de las mejores maneras de apoyar a su estudiante es en entender el nuevo papel que la
Universidad Luterana de Tejas tiene ahora en su vida. No estamos aqui para quitarles su puesto de
padres — jeso es completamente de ustedes! Pero, si estamos aqui, para ayudar a que su estudiante
se desarrolle para convertirse en un adulto responsable.

puede que cometa varios errores, pero aprendera la leccion y, sobretodo, aprendera que él o ella es
el/la Gnico/a responsable por sus acciones.
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Nosotros esperamos que los estudiantes tomen responsabilidad por sus propias vidas. Un estudiante
que se matricula en la Universidad Luterana de Tejas voluntariamente es parte de una comunidad
donde el respeto hacia otros es lo normal, y comportamiento maduro y racional es esperado. La
entrada voluntaria a la comunidad implica que la/el estudiante ha aceptado los reglamentos de
la universidad y el no seguir estos reglamentos nos obligara a utilizar acciones disciplinarias. Por
ejemplo, ellos son responsable por:

e la manera en que se comportan

* seguir los reglamentos de la universidad

e La honestidad académica

e La integridad social

e desarrollar habitos saludables para estudiar, comer y dormir

e buscar asistencia personal y académica cuando sea necesaria

e ser un miembro positivo de la comunidad en TLU

Para encontrar mas detalles sobre los reglamentos de la universidad, anime a su hijo o hija que vaya a
MyTLU (https://my.tlu.edu) para que lea el guia estudiantil.

Por estas razones es importante que usted no “arregle” todo por su estudiante cuando algo suceda.
Hay mucha gente lista para ayudar a su estudiante a arreglar lo incorrecto. Siempre y cuando los
estudiantes tomen responsabilidad por sus decisiones y sus acciones, encontrardn apoyo a cada paso
de su vida en TLU.

Problemas que enfrentan nuevos estudiantes

No existen dos estudiantes que puedan funcionar con el mismo horario. Sugerimos que nuestros
padres usen esta gufa para anticipar cuando su hijo o hija vaya a enfrentarse con una experiencia
nueva o estresante. Seria buena idea guardar esta lista de posibles problemas que pueden ocurrir, e
incluso de mantener la comunicacion frecuente cuando siente que puede ayudar a su estudiante.
Esta linea de tiempo esta disefiada para el semestre de otofo, pero casi todos los detalles son
iguales durante los otros semestres.

Primera semana

Hemos estado muy ocupados (nosotros también) durante la primera semana de orientacion.
Los estudiantes tienen una oportunidad de evaluar su nuevo entorno y de relacionarse con las
nuevas experiencias, muchas de las cuales ellos necesitardn compartir con usted por teléfono o
mensaje de texto.

Segunda semana

Las clases han empezado. Puede que tal vez ciertos problemas estén desarrollandose por las
demandas de cada clase, uso del tiempo y la adecuacion de las técnicas de estudio. Problemas
con los compafieros de dormitorio empiezan a surgir.

Tercera y cuarta semana

Su estudiante recibira una boleta de calificaciones en la tercera semana. Durante la tercera semana
del semestre, los profesores identifican estudiantes con comportamiento en riesgo (p. €j. llegar
tarde a clases muy a menudo y faltar a clase, no participar en las actividades o discusiones en
clase, etc.) que normalmente se ve en los estudiantes de primer afio. Los estudiantes pueden ver
su evaluacién de la tercera semana en MyTLU.

Durante este tiempo, algunos estudiantes que se han criado en entornos culturales distintos al de los
otros estudiantes se pondran nostélgicos y sentiran un "choque cultural.” Diferentes comportamientos
y valores que antes nunca habian experimentado pueden convertirse irritantes o pueden causar que
algunos estudiantes se pregunten a si mismos si no seria mejor regresar a casa. La tnica solucion es
TIEMPO - sea comprensivo, dele tiempo a su estudiante para que se adapte a (no necesariamente
que acepte) estas diferencias en otras personas. Visitas a casa son buenas, pero si son muy frecuentes,
pueden afectar el proceso de adaptacion para su estudiante.

Quinta semana

Normalmente exdmenes y ensayos de medio trimestre son administrados esta semana. Esta puede
ser la primera calificacién que su estudiante haya recibido. Los estudiantes suelen sobreestimar
la adecuacion de su preparacion, y se encuentran con notas mas bajas de lo que esperaban. Es
importante hacer una cita con su profesor, consejero, o con el director de apoyo académico para
asegurar que este tipo de problemas no ocurran de nuevo.

Homecoming les ofrece la oportunidad de visitar el campus y de disfrutar una variedad de eventos
ya organizados con su hijo o hija.

Sexta semana

Su estudiante recibira calificaciones de las seis semanas. Esta informacién es similar a la de la
calificacion de la tercera semana para que los estudiantes sepan cémo van en cada clase. Como
la nota de la tercera semana, los estudiantes de primer afio recibirdn las notas de sus consejeros
académicos, de sus entrenadores, y/o de sus mentores que ofrecerdn apoyo o sugerencias para
mejorar, especialmente para aquellos estudiantes que tengan una D o F en alguna clase(s). Los
estudiantes pueden ver su evaluacién de las seis semanas en el portal de MyTLU.

Semana décima cuarta y quinta

Estas son las dltimas dos semanas antes de los exdmenes finales. Los estudiantes sentirdn la presién
de sacar buenas notas, terminar ensayos y proyectos, y prepararse para los examenes. Usted puede
[lamarle por teléfono para darle apoyo, dejarle un mensaje, o en enviarle un paquete sorpresa con
comida saludable para estas semanas dificiles.

Semana décima sexta

Los examenes finales son administrados en varios horarios durante la semana y no se pueden

tomar otro dia sin que sea una emergencia seria que le haya causado que faltara el dia asignado.

El profesor/a toma la decision final para ver si el estudiante tiene una excusa vélida por la cual no

ha tomado el examen. Si algunos estudiantes van a tener que irse antes de la semana de exdmenes
finales, deben comunicarse con su profesor lo mas pronto posible para discutir sus opciones. Por favor
sepa que las notas finales no son enviadas a casa. Los estudiantes pueden ver su nota final en MyTLU.

Preguntas Frecuentes

Académicas

$Qué significa mantener buen rendimiento académico?

Para tener buen rendimiento académico, un estudiante de primer afo tiene que tener un promedio
de calificaciones de 1.80 o mds alta. Al convertirse en estudiante de segundo afio (27 horas+), el
estudiante tiene que mantener una calificacién acumulativa de 2.0 o mas alta. Los estudiantes que
no mantengan estas calificaciones seran puestos en tiempo de probatoria académica.

3Como califican a los estudiantes?
Los estudiantes reciben calificaciones en forma de una letra excepto en las clases que son solo
requisitos sin crédito. Las calificaciones son asignadas de la forma siguiente:

e A —Excelente

* B —-Buena

e C - Acceptable

¢ D — Mal calificacién pero han recibido crédito
* F - Fracasado

Los estudiantes tienen la opcién de dejar una clase durante el semestre en la cual recibiran una “W”
en el expediente académico. También pueden recibir una () si los requisitos de la clase no pudieron
ser terminados por alguna razén valida.

:Como recibe uno las calificaciones finales?

Las notas estaran disponibles para los estudiantes al final de cada semestre en el portal MyTLU. Para
llegar a las notas, haga clic en “student tab” y después haga clic en “Transcripts and Grade Report”
para ver las notas finales de cada semestre.

3Como se calcula el promedio de calificaciones?
El promedio estd basado en la nota mas alta 4.0- un sistema de puntos especificos para cada letra
recibida (A=4 puntos, B=3 puntos, C=2 puntos, D=1 punto, F=0 puntos).

El promedio es calculado en multiplicar el nimero de horas de cada clase del semestre por la nota
recibida en la clase. Después anada los puntos de cada clase y divida el total por el nimero de
horas intentadas del semestre.

Ejemplo: Ha tomado cuatro clases de 3-horas cada una para un total de 12 horas en un
semestre y ha recibido las siguientes notas: A, C, B, y F.
Calculacion: (4x3)+(2x3)+(3x3)+(0x3) =27 puntos de nota

27 (puntos de nota) dividido por 12 (el nimero de horas tomadas durante el
semestre) = 2.25 promedio de calificaciones

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3Qué pasa si el promedio de calificaciones cae por debajo de 2.0?

Advertencia Académica — Si el promedio cae por debajo de 2.0, el estudiante recibird una
advertencia académica del secretario de la universidad. La advertencia sirve para guiar a los
estudiantes y recordarles que si no suben las notas en préximo semestre, tendran mucha dificultad
en recuperarse académicamente.

Probatoria Académica — Si el promedio acumulativo es menor que un 1.8 durante el primer afio (o
si el estudiante tiene menos de 27 horas) o mas bajo que un 2.0 durante el segundo, tercer o cuarto
afio, el estudiante va a estar en probatoria académica. El estudiante TIENE QUE subir el promedio
acumulativo el préximo semestre y debe de mantenerlo alto el siguiente semestre también, o

serd suspendido de la universidad. Cuando el estudiante suba el promedio acumulativo y lo
mantenga sobre un 1.8 (primer afo) o 2.0 (alguien con mas de 27 horas) ya no estara en probatoria
académica.

Suspension Académica - si el estudiante estd en probatoria académica y su promedio acumulativo no
sube el siguiente semestre, el estudiante serd suspendido. También puede ser suspendido si no sube
el promedio acumulativo después de dos semestres en probatoria académica. La primera suspension
dura un semestre, y la segunda es de un afio.

Expulsion académica - Si el estudiante recibe tres suspensiones, serd expulsado de la universidad y
no podra regresar a la Universidad Luterana de Tejas.

3COomo se puede hacer una apelacion?

e Estudiantes suspendidos pueden hacer una apelacion a la oficina de Admisiones y Comité
de Asesoramiento Académico (AAA), quienes toman la decisién final.

e La apelacion debe incluir los detalles importantes por los cuales la universidad debe
considerar las circunstancias del estudiante y su situacién individual.

* La apelacion debe de ser hecha por lo menos dos semanas antes de la matriculacién del
siguiente semestre.

e Sila apelacion es rechazada, debe esperar un semestre antes de solicitar re-admision
después de la primera suspensién. Si es la segunda suspensién, tiene que esperar un afio
antes de solicitar de nuevo.

;Existe un reglamento sobre plagio y prohibicién académica?
Los estudiantes no deben hacer trampas o cometer plagio ni tampoco deben apoyar a alguien que
hace esto. Los estudiantes son responsables de hacer su proprio trabajo, y asegurar la integridad de
su record académico.
Violacion de prohibicién académica incluyen:
¢ Castigo académico por hacer trampas son decididas por el instructor. Si algin estudiante
disputa alguna instancia de reprobacién porque rompié un reglamento académico, aunque
sea por una nota de una sola tarea o del curso, el estudiante puede hacer una apelacién a la
Oficina de Admisiones, y al Comité de Asesoramiento y Académico (AAA).
e El instructor debe reportar el incidente a la oficina de Decanato de Estudiantes para que sea
incluido en su record de disciplina.
Si un estudiante es acusado tres veces de hacer trampa o plagio autométicamente serd acusado
haber cometido prohibicién académica y el incidente sera una violacién disciplinaria.

Preguntas Frecuentes

ASESORAMIENTO ACADEMICO EN LA UNIVERSIDAD LUTERANA DE TEXAS

El profesorado de TLU es central para el asesoramiento académico. Todos los docentes titulares y
catedraticos que han ensefado en la universidad por un ano o mas son responsables de proveer
asesoria académica a los estudiantes. Este rol es apoyado por la Oficina de Asesoramiento que
pertenece a la Divisién de Asuntos Académico de TLU.

Asesoramiento Académico en TLU
El propésito del asesoramiento académico en TLU es ayudar a los estudiantes a explorar, definir y
lograr metas académicas que sean consistentes con sus intereses personales y profesionales.

El programa de Asesoramiento Académico es administrado por la Oficina de Asesoramiento y

La Oficina de Asesoramiento ayuda a los estudiantes a desarrollar un plan de
educacion coherente que los ayude a obtener un titulo universitario. Aunque muchas personas en
el campus pueden ayudar a los estudiantes a tomar decisiones sobre su progreso académico, la
universidad otorga autoridad formal al asesor académico para aprobar el programa de estudio del
estudiante y ayudarlo a obtener su titulo universitario.

3Cuando deberia un estudiante consultar con un asesor académico?
Un estudiante deberfa consultar con un asesor académico:
e Cuando necesite mas informacion sobre los recursos de la universidad.
¢ Cuando su programa de estudio esté descarrilado.
¢ Cuando tenga una pregunta especifica sobre los requisitos a cumplir para obtener un titulo
universitario.
e Cuando reciba una nota final “D” (o peor) en una clase.
e Cuando planee clases para el siguiente semestre.
e Cuando necesite consejos sobre su concentracion.
e Cuando sea afectado por eventos de su vida personal que impidan su desarrollo académico.
¢ Cuando necesite ayuda con situaciones académicas relacionadas a profesores, clases o
habilidades de estudio.
Los estudiantes estan obligados a reunirse con su asesor académico durante la Semana de Asesoria
Académica para poder matricularse en las clases del préximo semestre.

:Se encuentra alguien que me avisara si mi hijo o hija tiene dificultad en una clase?

3Si no, hay algo que yo pueda hacer para estar al tanto?

No hay una notificacién automatica que notifique a los padres sobre las dificultades académicas
de su hijo o hija. La ley federal ordena que informacién académica de un estudiante universitario
debe de ser confidencial a menos que el estudiante de su consentimiento de compartir con
alguien especifico. Es la responsabilidad del estudiante en hablar con su instructor si estd teniendo
dificultades en clase. Animamos a nuestros padres que se comuniquen y que tengan un tipo de
arreglo u horario de comunicacién con su estudiante para estar al tanto de su progreso académico.

;Cuantas horas de crédito debe de tomar mi estudiante cada semestre?

Normalmente los estudiantes se matriculan en 12-16 horas de crédito. La recomendacion general
de nuestro profesorado es que los estudiantes estudien/lean 2 horas fuera de clase por cada hora de
clase diaria. Si un estudiante trabaja o tiene otros compromisos, antes de matricularse debe tomar
en cuenta las horas que debe estudiar cada dia por cada clase para ser exitoso cada semestre.
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;Exactamente que son horas de crédito?

Cada curso de TLU contribuye cierto nimero de horas de crédito para el expediente académico del
estudiante. El nimero de créditos por cada curso tiene que ver con el nimero de horas que pasa en
clase cada semana. Normalmente los estudiantes toman 4-6 clases por semestre, y generalmente,
cada clase es de tres horas de crédito. Cursos con laboratorios o componentes adicionales de
aprendizaje pueden valer mds crédito.

:Como de identifica al estudiante por aio?

Primer ano 0-26 horas
Segundo afio 27-59 horas
Tercer ano 60-89 horas
Cuarto ano 90+ horas

;Cuantas horas de crédito son necesarias para graduarse?
Todas las carreras ofrecidas en TLU requieren un minimo de 124 horas para graduarse. Si el
estudiante quiere terminar en cuatro afos debe tener un plan bien organizado.

;Quién tiene acceso al expediente académico de mi estudiante?

La politica y los procedimientos con respeto al expediente académico del estudiante es definido
por FERPA, “Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (la Ley de Derechos Educativos

y Privacidad de Familia). Informacion académica, disciplinaria, medica, y consejeria no estara
disponible a los padres sin el permiso del estudiante, excepto cuando sea bajo una accién legal o
cuando la seguridad de otras personas esté en peligro.

3Si estoy pagando por la educacién de mi hijo o hija, porque no tengo el derecho de tener acceso
a su expediente académico?

TLU, como todos los institutos que reciben financiamiento del gobierno, tiene que seguir las
reglas de FERPA. La legislacion garantiza a todos los estudiantes de 18 afios o mas el derecho a

su privacidad en cuanto a su expediente académico. Es por las leyes de FERPA (también conocido
como “Buckley Amendment) que TLU envia toda comunicacién oficial directamente al estudiante,
sea a su correo electrénico de la universidad o personal.

Por MyTLU, los estudiantes pueden dar acceso a los padres o a otros miembros de familia para que
vean informacion académica y/o informacién sobre ayuda financiera.

Si bien TLU permite a los padres cuyos hijos son sus dependientes el derecho a solicitar sus
expedientes académicos, cada caso es considerado individualmente. Esta solicitud tiene que ser
hecha en persona o por escrito a la Oficina de Registro cada vez que necesiten informacién. A su
vez, los padres no pueden pedir informacion sobre asesoramiento académico, accién disciplinaria,
u otra informacion legal o médica sin el documento de permiso firmado por el estudiante.

3Qué tipo de titulos ofrece TLU?

La universidad ofrece cinco titulos universitarios: Licenciatura en Artes, Licenciatura en Ciencias,
Licenciatura en Mdsica, Licenciatura en Ciencias de la Enfermeria, Licenciatura en Administracion
de Empresas. TLU ofrece Maestrias en Contabilidad, Entrenamiento Atlético, Administracién

de Empresas, Analitica de Datos, Ciencia de los Datos, Educacion y Enfermeria. TLU ofrece un
Doctorado en Educacién en Liderazgo Interdisciplinario.

;Como se gradida un estudiante con honores?
Para ser reconocido un graduado con honores, uno tiene que obtener uno de los promedios
acumulativos siguientes:

;Qué necesitan los estudiantes para graduarse?

e Declarar una concentracién para comienzos de su tercer aio a mds tardar.

e Presentar un plan de grado en la Oficina de Registros cuando hayan completado 70 horas
de crédito (Este plan debe ser aprobado y firmado por el asesor académico, el jefe de
departamento apropiado y la Oficina de Registros).

e Llenar un Formulario de Solicitud de Titulo Universitario en la Oficina de Registro en el
semestre anterior al que desean graduarse. Por ejemplo, si un estudiante se graduard en la
primavera de 2024, debe tener un plan de grado completo y archivado en la Oficina de
Registros y completar el Formulario de solicitud de titulo durante el semestre de otofio de 2023.

e Es responsabilidad del estudiante cumplir con todos los requisitos para obtener su titulo
universitario segtin descritos en catdlogo corriente de la universidad.

$Qué tipo de ayuda financiera y becas ofrece TLU?

Becas académicas y departamentales de TLU permiten reconocer estudiantes sobresalientes a pesar
de la necesidad financiera. Subvenciones federales y estatales, préstamos, empléo, ademas de
subvenciones de TLU ayudan a aquellos estudiantes cuyos recursos limitados pueden excluir su
participacion en la universidad. TLU da becas de ayuda para estudiantes calificados y matriculados
de tiempo completo, por lo menos 12 horas o mas por semestre por un total de ocho semestres.

Si una calculacion de R2T4 es necesaria, el estudiante puede
perder parte o toda la ayuda financiera lo cual podria resultar en deber un balance a TLU.

3+Si mi estudiante esta tomando menos 12 horas, puede calificar para recibir la beca académica
de TLU?

Toda ayuda financiera estd basada en que el estudiante esté matriculado en 12 horas o mas.
Estudiantes de dltimo afo que necesitan menos de 12 horas para graduarse pueden calificar para
ayuda financiera parcial. Para mas informacién pongase en contacto con la Oficina de Servicios
Financiera para Estudiantes.

;Con qué frecuencia tiene que volver a solicitar un estudiante por ayuda financiera?

Para recibir subvenciones de TLU, federales, o estatales, un estudiante tiene que llenar la solicitud
para ayuda financiera cada ano (FAFSA). A principios de octubre, la solicitud FAFSA estard disponible
para llenar y entregar. Para ser considerado para ayuda financiera institucional, estatal, o federal,

A principios de mes en
diciembre y el semestre primavera, la Oficina de Servicios Financieros para Estudiantes generara un
paquete de ayuda financiera para cada estudiante que haya solicitado.

Vida en Residencia

;Cudl es el requisito para vivir en el campus?
De acuerdo con el objetivo educativo de TLU, estudiantes nuevos, estudiantes de tiempo completo
tienen que vivir en el campus a menos que cumplan con uno de los siguientes criterios.

e Sean mayores de 21 afios al principio del semestre de otofio.

* Sean casados.

e Hayan vivido en el campus de alguna universidad por lo menos cuatro semestres.

e Vivan en la residencia de padres o tutores dentro de 30 millas del campus de Seguin.

Estudiantes de tiempo completo que empiezan el afo escolar viviendo en una residencia universitaria
se comprometen a vivir ahi todo el afio. Ciertas excepciones son que uno se vaya a casar, graduarse,
retirarse, hacer un programa de practicas, estudiar en el extranjero, o que vayan a cambiar a tiempo
parcial. Para hacer una peticién de excepcién debe hacerla con el director de la vida residencial.

:Por qué es un requisito vivir en el campus?

La politica de TLU apoya investigaciones que demuestran que los estudiantes que viven en el
campus suelen desarrollar una conexién importante con los profesores y otros estudiantes en
situaciones sociales y académicas. Es mds, resultados sugieren que los estudiantes que viven en

el campus sacan notas mas altas y son mds involucrados en la comunidad del campus que los
estudiantes que viven en casa. Vivir en el campus tiene muchos beneficios adicionales: acceso
conveniente a las aulas, a los laboratorios de computadoras, la biblioteca, y centros de recreo;
programas o actividades disefiados especialmente para los que viven en el campus; y al personal de
la vida residencial para asistir a los estudiantes en su transicion.

:Quién es el personal de la vida residencial?

Cada érea residencial tiene un (AC) area coordinator = coordinador de area que incluso es un
miembro profesional de la universidad que es responsable por la supervisién de los asistentes
residenciales, supervision de las actividades en los pasillos, otras actividades en el campus y otro
deberes administrativos, y proveen consejos y se encargan de la disciplina cuando es necesario.
Los ACs viven en el campus y estan disponibles 24 horas al dia para poder responder a cualquier
emergencia si es necesario. Estudiantes muy bien calificados y de segundo afio son empleados
como asistentes de residencia (RA= resident assistants), uno vive en cada pasillo del dormitorio
estudiantil, igual como los directores de apartamentos estudiantiles, quienes viven en varios de los
apartamentos también. Todos estos miembros del personal de la vida residencial, en adicién a los
directores de la vida residencial, estan disponibles para cualquier pregunta, apoyo, consejeria, y
asistencia.

Una de las actividades incluye tutoria individual
o0 en grupo, talleres sobre estrategias para estudiar, instruccién individual para aprender a manejar
un buen horario, completar metas y la habilidad de estudiar apropiadamente, como desarrollar un
plan de aprendizaje individual, y varios recursos para organizarse bien y para aprender a estudiar
correctamente. El centro provee programas de instruccién suplementaria y aprendizaje colaborativo
gratis para todos los estudiantes de TLU. El centro también ofrece los programas de Developing
Scholars y Early Alerts. Para mds informacion, véase el sitio web de Retencién Estudiantil en tlu.edu
bajo Asuntos Estudiantiles.

Instruccién suplementaria — La instruccion suplementaria es un programa de asistencia
académica que mejora la participacion del estudiante en sus clases. Las sesiones de IS estan
emparejadas con clases dificiles y ayudan a clarificar informacién importante y a desarrollar
practicas excelentes para estudiar bien para el curso en mano. Las sesiones son administradas
por estudiantes y son dadas tres veces a la semana a principios de cada semestre. Los horarios
para las sesiones serdn dadas en los cursos participantes o se pueden encontrar en el sitio
web de TLU.

Asistencia de aprendizaje colaborativo — El objetivo del programa de asistencia de aprendizaje
colaborativo es de dar apoyo académico en un ambiente seguro y agradable para todos los
estudiantes de TLU en clases seleccionadas que necesitan ayuda en desarrollar confidencia,
habilidad y/o el conocimiento necesario para realizar sus metas académicas y para ayudarles

a ser estudiantes independientes. A veces llamados Comparieros de tutoria, nuestro programa
tiene asistentes que son especialmente seleccionados y entrenados en aprendizaje colaborativo
que estan listos para ayudar a otros estudiantes realizar sus metas individuales y en crear una
experiencia educativa exitosa.

Alerta Académica Estudiantil — Durante la tercera semana del semestre, los instructores
reciben una lista de estudiantes de primer afio en TLU, estudiantes transferidos, atletas,
veteranos, los que sean parte de un programa de Educacion, o los que estén en tiempo de
probatoria académica. Los instructores tienen que identificar comportamientos que puedan
afectar el progreso académico del estudiante incluyendo asistencia, participacién, calidad
de tarea, si necesita tutoria o consejeria académica puede ayudar, o si el estudiante para de
asistir a clase. Durante la sexta semana de cada semestre, los instructores tienen que entregar
una nota del promedio actual de los estudiantes. Estas alertas son usadas para notificar a

los estudiantes, a los consejeros académicos, a los mentores, a los entrenadores, y a otros
miembros de la universidad que ayudan con la orientacién y apoyo para cualquier estudiante
que esté en peligro.

Un sabio en desarrollo - El programa un sabio en desarrollo (The Developing Scholars Program)
fue estabilizado para ayudar a estudiantes que estan en tiempo de probatoria académica
